TSO Music Director Jonathan NOTT will conduct in his seventh season 13 performances: 5 Suntory Hall 
Subscription Concert Series, 3 Kawasaki Subscription Concert Series, 2 Tokyo Opera City Series, 1 Masterpiece 
Classics Series as well as 2 Year-End Special Concerts.  
 
Season Highlight is Tristan und Isolde by R. Wagner in concert style following The Mozart – Da Ponte Operas last 
three years, which is one of the most important and beloved repertoires for Mr. Nott.  
 
Act I will be performed in the first week with Symphonic poem “Pelleas und Melisande” by A. Schoenberg and 
ACT II and III will be performed in the second week.

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<Summary of the Tokyo Symphony Concert Series> 
Subscription Concerts at Suntory Hall (10 performances) 

The first performance was held in 1947 as the ‘Toho Symphony Orchestra’, the predecessor to the Tokyo 
Symphony Orchestra. This is a concert series where the ‘present and future’ of the Tokyo Symphony Orchestra can 
be heard no matter what era. 
 

Kawasaki Subscription Concerts at Muza Kawasaki Symphony Hall (5 performances) 
These concert series are held at Muza Kawasaki Symphony Hall, now known worldwide for its first-rate acoustics. 
This is where the TSO are based, and where we bring to our audiences five performances selected from the Suntory 
Hall Subscription Concerts. 
 

Tokyo Opera City Series at Tokyo Opera City Concert Hall (6 performances) 
Since its start in 1998, internationally noted conductors and artists, including the TSO conductors, are the first to 
appear in Japan at this concert series. Saturday afternoon performances begin from 2 pm, with the added appeal 
that senior citizen discounts are offered only at this concert series. 

 
Masterpiece Classics Series at Muza Kawasaki Symphony Hall (10 performances) 

Concert series of the standard repertoire performed on weekend afternoons since 2004. This concert series enjoys 
high popularity where many masterpieces performed or conducted by maestros can be enjoyed. 
 

 
Subscription Concerts for Children (4 performances) 

Subscription Concerts for Children have been held four times a year since 2002. Each year children are invited to 
compose the theme music played at the beginning of each concert and to submit illustrations to be used for the 
leaflets. Children are also selected to work as reception staff and soloists, encouraging maximum child-participation. 
This is the first ever ‘Subscription Concert for Children' in Japan and it has received wide-ranging acclaim for both 
the programming and performances.
